ARMENIA

The Armenian Highland, where all the four rivers of Eden take source, is the
part of the Earth primarily predestined to be the birthplace of one of the oldest peo-
ples in the world, Armenians.

Formed as a nation through the mergence of different Armenian-speaking
tribes belonging to the Indo-European language family, Armenians have always
been nourished by their sacred ancestral land, which is endowed with countless
blessings of nature. Like holy Mount Ararat, which has two peaks (Greater and
Lesser Ararat), they originally had two state entities in their homeland, Metz Hayk
(Armenia Maior) and Pokr Hayk (Armenia Minor), these very names being found
on ancient maps and in a wide variety of Greek and Roman sources.

Notwithstanding successive invasions and periods of foreign domination,
Armenians created grand cultural heritage dating as far back as the times of poly-
theism and worship of nature.

The hordes of Romans, Persians, Arabs and Mongols had only temporary pres-
ence in Armenia, whereas the Turkic tribes which penetrated into the country from
Middle and Central Asia in the 11th century deported Armenians from their native
land, forced them into adopting Islam, and finally, exterminated them. After the
massacres perpetrated between 1894 and 1923, the Turkish Republic was estab-
lished in most part of Armenia, which was officially renamed Eastern Anatolia—a
concoction aimed at concealing the historical reality, which is exposed by the very
Ottoman maps containing the name of Armenia (Ermanistan).

Due to certain historical events and circumstances, today most part of the
Armenian Homeland, once covering an area of about 400,000 square kilometres,
falls outside the borders of the independent Republic of Armenia, which occupies
only around 30,000 square kilometres (it has a population of over 3.5 million, with
more than 7 million Armenians living in the Diaspora). In the aftermath of this, his-
torical Armenian monuments have been stripped of their true owners’ care and pro-
tection and continually suffer premeditated destruction particularly in the lands
annexed to Turkey and Azerbaijan.

The present work is a revised edition of the illustrated album entitled Armenia
(first published in 2009). It can be useful for those wishing to enrich their knowl-
edge of the nature and cultural heritage of Historical Armenia.
