From the Author

Studies of old cemeteries are an invaluable source when recording the history of a people.
This is especially true of the ancient Armenian cemeteries of historic Tbilisi, the capital of the
Republic of Georgia, where Armenians were a majority for centuries until the 1920s.

The old Armenian cemeteries of Tbilisi were all either heavily damaged or destroyed by
municipal authorities. The destruction began when Russian rule was established in Georgia
and ended violently in the late 1930s. These deplorable acts greatly impeded research into the
old Armenian cemeteries of the city, but writing a history of these famous sites is indispensa-
ble given the importance of the subject.

Based on surviving remnants, literary and secondary sources and newly discovered docu-
ments, this project seeks to present the history of these ancient sites to academic circles and
the general public.

The first of this series is dedicated to Khojivank Cemetery and seeks to answer the follow-
ing questions:

A. What are the historical origins of Khojivank Cemetery?

B. What monuments of material culture, remarkable for their architectural and artistic fea-
tures, existed in the cemetery?

C. Approximately how many decedents were buried in the cemetery in the period from its
origins to 1934, when the decision for its total annihilation was made?

In addition to answers to these questions, a relatively comprehensive list of decedents
interred in the cemetery will be presented in chronological order, followed by a bibliography
and lists of personal names and toponyms.
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Tziranavor Sourb Astvatzatzin Monastery and Cemetery of Khojivank

General Information on the Armenian Cemete-
ries of Thilisi. The centuries-old city of Thbilisi (Tpghis
and Tiflis in Armenian and Russian, respectively) is
rich in historical monuments. Among them are its an-
cient cemeteries, the Armenian ones in particular,
which over time, have all been obliterated without
exception.

The destruction of the [Armenian] cemeteries in
Thilisi began with the establishment of Russian rule in
Georgia. In 1817, according to German diplomat Mo-
ritz von Kotzebue (1789-1861), the oldest cemetery of
Tbilisi—most probably an Armenian one—was razed
to the ground by the order of General Alexey P. Yermo-
lov (1777 to 1861). Kotzebue wrote: “In the centre of
the town, there was an old cemetery, famous for its old
tombstones. It covered a vast area, surrounded on all
sides by the dirtiest walkways. The general [ Yermolov]
ordered that its walls should be pulled down and the
tombstones should be returned to the families of the
deceased so that the ground could be levelled. They
added beautiful facades from neighbouring houses to
an extent that the area will now bring honour to any
town in Europe.”!

Shortly after, the same fate visited the Armenian
monastic cemetery of Tap District, near which a school
was built with the permission of Governor Yermolov.?

“Manishaki Takht [Manishak’s Couch] Cemetery”3
was also destroyed as early as 1876 along with the Ar-
menian cemetery in the vicinity of Abasabat Square.*
The remnants were unearthed as early as the 1880s.

During the excavations, “the tombstones and bones
of the decedents were scattered around ... during the
construction of a new drain (arkh) in Abasabat
Square.” The residents of the neighbourhood were very
indignant. What would happen had they allowed the
remains of our ancestors to rest in peace?”

During the tsarist regime, the old cemeteries were
sacrificed at the expense of finding solutions for inten-
sive urban planning. To this end, the widespread des-
truction of Armenian cemeteries and churches in the
Georgian capital, in the mid-1930s, was aimed at era-
dicating Armenian landmarks and paving the way for
building a capital rich in Georgian character.

There was also the complete destruction of a num-
ber of Armenian church complexes, such as Vank (Ha-
rants or Pashavank), the seat of the Armenian prelate,
which included the large cemetery in its yard.®

Furthermore, a number of neighbourhood churches
such as Sourb Grigor Lusavorich (St. Gregory the Illu-
minator) in Havlabar District; Sourb Sargis (St. Ser-
gius) of Kharpukh; Sourb Gevorg (St. George) of
Navtlugh; Karasnits Mankants (Forty Martyrs’) and
Sourb Hreshtakapetats (Holy Archangels’) of Meydan;
Sourb Astvatzatzin (Holy Mother of God, Theotokos)
of Kukia; Sourb Gevorg of Tap; Sourb Avetyats (Holy
Annunciation) of Jgrashen on the Armenian Market

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(present-day Kote Abkhazi) Street; Sourb Karapet (St.
John the Forerunner) of Zrkiniants on Griboyedov
Street, were razed to the ground along with their ceme-
teries.

The Origins and Topography. Khojivank Ceme-
tery was located on the northeastern outskirts of Hav-
labar District of Thbilisi. It extended to the southwestern
slope of Makhat mountain.

An early source on the area indicates that the Beh-
budian family cemetery, later Tziranavor Sourb Astva-
tzatzin (Crimson Holy Mother of God) Monastery,
evolved as early as 1392. According to this source, the
area was under the jurisdiction of the Catholicosate of
Mitskheta.’

In 1654 King Rostom (1632-1658) of Georgia ap-
pointed Khoja Behbud as the Head of the Royal Mint
and Melik (Mayor) of Tbilisi’® (the latter possibly the
same as Melik Bayandur; therefore, Melik of Tbilisi
since 1650). It was Khoja Behbud’s wish to build a
church in his family cemetery on the slopes of Makhat
mountain, neighbouring Havlabar District. Khoja Beh-
bud planted a garden on the slopes of the mountain and
built a canal for the irrigation of his estates.

Tziranavor Sourb Astvatzatzin Church or
Simply Khojivank. Immediately upon receiving per-
mission from King Rostom to build a church in his
family cemetery in 1654, Khoja Behbud embarked on
the construction of Tziranavor Sourb Astvatzatzin,
which he completed the following year as attested by
its four-line construction inscription.

The engraving on one of the finely-decorated stones of
Tziranavor Sourb Astvatzatzin Church, which has fortunately sur-
vived the destruction, reads:

An ornate cross-stone dated 1715 was erected close to
the northern wall of Tziranavor Church in memory of a
certain Sandukht, perhaps a member of the Behbudian
family. An inscription, engraved on its cornice in two lines
and around the small cross reliefs beneath its main cross
in another two, reads:

lapidated. Avetik Agha Behbudiants (1768 to 1795),
the Melik/Mayor of Tbilisi, undertook reconstruction
of the church: “In a plain outside Halvabar [Havlabar],
a small distance from the Havlabar neighbourhood,
there is a magnificent domed church built of stone and

mortar enclosed within its walls, dedicated to Tzira-
navor Sourb Astvatzatzin, called the Khoja Be[h]bu-
dov’s [Behbudian’s] church. Built with the resources of
the same Behbudov princes in 1780, it was renovated
on several occasions. This church was built by the
Be[h]budovs in their family cemetery.””

As evident in archival documents, the reconstruc-
tion of the church started in 1780 and continued in the
following years. Melik Avetik Behbudiants, who was
the main driving force behind the project had appealed
to Catholicos Ghukas [I] Karnetsi [of Karin] (1780-
1789) for permission to launch fundraising campaigns
to collect donations. In this regard, a letter dated 2
August 1782 reads: “To Avetik, Melik of Tiflis, in reply
to his letter, asking for an encyclical to be addressed to
the entire community [of compatriots] soliciting con-
tributions for the construction of the holy cloister of
Halvabar [i.e. Havlabar] ... your letter having been
delivered to us by Baghdasar [Balthasar], together with
the encyclical of His Holiness [Catholicos] Ghazar [I]
Jahketsi [of Jahuk] (1731-1751) of blessed memory.”lo

Another document bearing the same date refers to
the successful completion of the reconstruction of the
church: “The holy cloister called Tziranavor [Crim-
son], which was built on a plain near Halvabar [Havla-
bar] by your ancestors of blessed memory dedicated to
Holy Virgin Mary, and abandoned for many years, has
now been rebuilt.”!!

In subsequent years, the Catholicos continued his
efforts collecting donations for the church. This is
attested by an official document he issued in December
1788: “An encyclical for an annual fundraising to be
held in Tiflis, Gori, and Kakhet for the renovation of
the holy cloister of Tziranavor Sourb Astvatzatzin
located in a plain near Havlabar.”!?

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In 1817 we see Tziranavor of Havlabar listed
among the twenty-five Armenian churches of Tbilisi.'?

It is worth noting that Tziranavor continued to
function as a parish church (e.g. in 1858) despite the
fact that it was located in a cemetery where the
Behbudians held funerals'*: “[And] requiem services
are unfailingly conducted there.”'

“Sourb Astvatzatzin Church of the Behbudiants
princes’ cemetery”'® was mentioned again in 1861,
during the service of parish priest, Fr. Avetis.

All expenses for furnishings and partial renovation
of the church were always covered by the Behbudians:
this fact is underlined in a document dated 1872."

On several occasions, Tziranavor suffered damage
and losses due to the indifference of certain parish
priests. Thus, as late as 1880, “it has been a month
since some vandals broke into the church of Khojivank
and stolen several vessels; neither the priest, the sex-
ton, nor the religious authorities had any knowledge of
it. Noteworthy care!”!®

Tziranavor enjoyed better days during the service
of Father Bardughemeos [Bartholomew] Hovhannis-
sian Markossiants, who served faithfully, carried his
duties from 27 July 1887 until his death in 1924."

After the establishment of Soviet rule [in Georgia],
in 1926, Tziranavor Church of Khojivank was handed
over to the “liberals.”

On 7 February 1931, the prelate of the Armenian
Diocese of Georgia, Bishop Artak, in a report to the
Supreme Spiritual Council of Echmiatzin, expressed
concern over the fact that “liberal clergy” were confis-
cating the churches of Tbilisi unhindered:

“Government representative Linitski’s oral pledges
to the prelate and catholicos’ envoy, Archbishop Ge-
vorg, to return the churches of Sourb Sargis, Khojivank
and Tziranavor to us were not realized.”?!

On 3 May of the same year [1931], Bishop Artak,
in a letter of protest addressed to the Central Executive

Committee of the Republic of Georgia, stated: “The
[Armenian] Diocesan Council has appealed to the pro-
per channels on several occasions to mediate for the
return of Khojivank Church and the [re]opening of
Sourb Nshan (Holy Sign) Church. Despite our repeat-
ed appeals, until now, no measures have been taken in
this regard.”??

While the [Armenian] Diocesan Council and the
prelate himself through protest letters made efforts for
the return of illegally appropriated Khojivank Church,
the Georgian authorities adopted a decision to wipe
from the face of the earth the 280-year-old monastic
complex, including not only the Behbudian family
cemetery neighbouring the church but also the entire
consecrated Armenian cemetery of Khojivank.

The extensive destruction of the vast cemetery
began in 1935 and concluded in 1936. Shortly after, the
decision of the municipal authorities for gentrification
of the vast cemetery was issued. “The Gentrification
Trust has embarked on establishing a park on the site of
the former Khojivank Cemetery.”>* The municipal au-
thorities had determined to bring the project to its
fruition by 1937.%

During the Soviet period, the expansion and devel-
opment projects of all major cities of the region result-
ed in further damage or complete destruction of histor-
ical monuments. Thus, it can be firmly stated that sub-
sequent to such measures vast plots of land were con-
verted to various residential or public structures. In the
case of Khojivank Cemetery and its church complex, in
contrast, it appears that the authorities razed it to the
ground just for the sake of eradicating it since no new
structures replaced [the graves]. Tens and thousands of
tombstones were smashed into pieces and used as buil-
ding material in the foundations of other buildings. The
vast area of the former ancient site was thus “cleansed”
of its history and it was decided to turn it into a resort
for working class people. With that in mind, they began
the gentrification process: a plan that had been in prog-
ress for decades included planting a large number of
trees.

Architecture of Khojivank Church Complex.
The oldest building of Khojivank, Tziranavor Sourb
Astvatzatzin, was a domed structure of a rectangular
plan. An octahedral drum with narrow, oblong win-
dows dominated the central part of the monument
beneath a pointed conic dome (spire).

From the west, the monastic church had a gavit
(narthex) (it remains unknown whether uni- or tri-

nave) abutting a portico/vestibule to the west. This ve-
stibule had four west-facing arched openings, three of
which were identical in dimensions, while the one fa-
cing the entrance of the gavit was taller and wider. Se-
veral of the builders of Khojivank were brought from
Nor Jugha [New Julfa, Isfahan, Iran] as such entrance
halls, typical to the seventeenth-century Persia, were
particularly widespread in the Safavid capital of Isfa-

han and the neighbouring New Julfa. We understand
that Master Petros of New Julfa mentions that he built
the dome of Sourb Astvatzatzin of Norashen in Thilisi
in 1650.%

To the west of the central buildings of the monas-
tic complex stood a three-story belfry. The first story
served as a gate; the second housed a hall of a quad-
rangular plan; and the third supported an octahedral
drum crowned by a pointed, slightly fan-shaped
dome.

All the walls of the monastic buildings were laid in
brick and covered with plaster.

According to a document, the walls of the monastery
were built in 1846. It is likely that this date marks the
reconstruction or extensive repairs of the walls. The clo-
ister was undoubtedly fortified with walls as early as the
mid-seventeenth century.?® These walls had a rectangular
plan with an east-west extension. Both eastern corners
were fortified by semi-circular towers with a room inside.

The tympanum of the gavit entrance, opening into
the vestibule, contained a cross, engraved on a single
piece of stone [known as khach-kar, literally cross-
stone, a stone slab with a carved cross on it] with a po-
inted upper section. This relief (which can partly be
seen in a photograph taken in the early 1930s) was un-

earthed during the 1995 excavation for a foundation
meant for the future Georgian church of Tzminda
Sameba [Holy Trinity].

Church Frescoes of Khojivank Monastic Comp-
lex. In early 1936, during the destruction of the church
complex, Cheishvili, Director for the preservation of

material culture, and eminent painter Grigor Sharbab-
chian succeeded in researching the site. As a result: “A
number of old frescoes of interesting composition were
discovered under the layer of plaster covering the en-

trance arch of the gavit. Sharbabchian believed that the
frescoes had been painted by Naghash Hovnatanian,
the court painter of King Vakhtang VI [of Kartli] (1673
to 1737).%7

The above-mentioned frescoes as well as others
painted around the cross relief on the gavit tympanum
are evident in the aforementioned photograph of the
early 1930s.

According to another photograph, there have also
been frescoes inside the gavit. As far as the church is
concerned, it remains unknown whether it had murals
or not. Our continued efforts to find handwritten copies
of painter G. Sharbabchian’s research notes (if they
ever existed) proved fruitless.

Khojivank Cemetery. As already mentioned
above, prior to the construction of Tziranavor Sourb
Astvatzatzin Church (Khojivank) (1654 to 1655), the
princely house of the Behbudians had its own cemetery
in the same site, where the members of this family
were also buried after the completion of the church.

As early as the 18th century, the Behbudians’ fami-
ly graveyard gradually started serving as a public ce-
metery. The number of burials increased there particu-
larly from the 1810s onwards, when the Russian
authorities embarked on large-scale reconstruction and
developmental projects of Tiflis and destroyed several
Armenian cemeteries located in the central districts of
the city. In this way, Khojivank became the main pub-
lic cemetery for the Armenians of Tiflis. As the ceme-
tery expanded, the Behbudians, considering their tradi-
tional responsibility toward it, donated some adjacent
parcels of land, both their own and purchased ones, to
it. On 18 June 1837, Catholicos Hovhannes [VIII] of
Karb [Karbetsi] (1831 to 1842) expressed his gratitude
to the princes Behbudian: “We honour the illustrious
Armenian princes, Major General Vasili [Osipovish]
Behbudian [Bebutov], Lieutenant Colonels Aslan and
Davit, Court Councillor (Chanceller) Grigori, Aslan’s
sons Alexandr and Dmitri, Grigor’s son Hovsep and
Vasil’s daughter Sophia Behbudiants. We are extending
our blessings to you, our dear devout God-loving patri-
ots ... for your great services to your nation, namely the
donation of your own estates located in Gabayants
[Street?] to your compatriots, the Armenian inhabitants
of Tpghis, for the expansion of the local cemetery.
Upon learning of this, we blessed these seven people....
For these donations of yours and of those who gave
their own parcels of land to the cemetery, it has been

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Khojivank Cemetery and the adjacent area according to maps of 1887 (St. Petersburg) and 1902: plan no. 51 has the follow-

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Khojivank Cemetery and the adjacent area according to plans of the 1920s and 1975
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decided to allocate to each of you and your descendants
separate plots of land for interment.”?

However, in 1833 the same Behbudians sold
parcels of land from their landholdings adjacent to the
cemetery to the government, while the cemetery con-
tinued enveloping neighbouring lands year after year®
and extended beyond the walls built through the initia-
tive of Catholicos Nerses V Ashtaraketsi [of Ashtarak]
(1843 to 1857).3°

Under these circumstances, in 1865 the state
authorities expressed discontent over the appropriation
of municipal lands and their incorporation into the
cemetery, and suggested that a clear boundary be estab-
lished between the cemetery and the adjacent lands.
For this purpose, it was enclosed within walls similar
to other cemeteries in Thilisi.*!

In 1864 a visitor stated that the old walls of the
cemetery had deteriorated and were in a state of neg-
lect: “My comment is about the poor condition of the
cemetery of Havlabar. The walls were in a state of utter

also had solid walls built around the Armenian cemetery of

Havlabar, together with a room for the guards nearby its gate....

The renowned Catholicos’ praiseworthy example was followed

by the Behbudian princes and other pious members of the com-

munity: some of them constructed superb chapels and dining
halls in the cemetery, also laying out beautiful gardens there.

Later, however, either due to general neglect or the indifference

of its unfaithful overseers, that cemetery of our ancestors gradu-

ally sank to a deplorable state: its walls collapsed in some parts,
the wood boards of its main entrance grew rather old and
appeared on the verge of decay. Now the cemetery lies in ruins,
being desecrated by animals and serving as a place of refuge for
various vagabonds and bandits.” National Archives of Armenia,
fund 57, list 12, file 410, p. 1. Another source states: “By advanc-
ing the issue of the renovation of cemeteries, we also revealed the
moral obligations inspiring us to such activities. Major overhaul
is also badly needed in the ancient extensive cemetery of

Havlabar, which has been giving repose to the Armenians of

Thilisi for already several centuries.... In the days of Catholicos

Nerses [V of Ashtarak] of blessed memory, that cemetery was

decay, completely collapsed in some sections, to say
nothing of the filth that caught our attention.”

These conditions were unacceptable. In the same
year [1864], Tbilisi resident Hovhannes Matiniants
“willingly committed himself to holding fund-raising
for the cemetery of Havlabar, this initiative being wel-
comed by both the spiritual authorities and the public.
Within seven years [until 1870], he renovated the walls
that had deteriorated in many parts, built a room for the
guard and appointed someone to that post whose salary
would be paid through the funds collected from public
donations. When Hovhannes resigned from this work
late in 1870, he handed the funds belonging to the
cemetery, 814 roubles 40 kopecks in cash, to his suc-
cessor, Mr. Anton Terteriants.”*>

Thereafter, efforts to keep the cemetery in good con-
dition, occasionally, exceeded the limits of sound reason.
Thus, according to a decision made in 1880, the tomb-
stones erected there in memory of the deceased were
taxed: ““A tax has been set for memorial stones to be laid
over graves in Khojivank Cemetery, and the collection of
the fees has been contracted to a certain gentleman.
However, neither the Armenian consistory nor the spiri-
tual leaders had been properly notified of this decision; as
aresult, unpleasant feelings intensified. Several days ago,
a group of Armenian residents from another city came to
the cemetery carrying a tombstone to be placed over their
relatives’ grave. They found themselves prohibited from

entering because “they had not received orders from the
contractor. Hours were wasted in search of the contractor
causing another commotion over acquiring permission;
consequently, all church ceremonies were to be perfor-
med only by contract.”**

In fact, as of 1880, the problem of the administra-
tion of space in the Cemetery emerged again; therefore,
“some parcels of land north and east of Mount Makhat
should be allocated for new burials as the old cemetery
has no more space available.”

About a decade and a half after the repairs of its
walls, in 1881, Khojivank Cemetery was again in des-
perate need of care: “It is in a neglected state. Its ruined
walls have exposed it to all kinds of animals as well as
thieves and bandits who break memorial stones and
fences around the graves. People nostalgically recall its
well-maintained condition during the days of the late
[Catholicos] Nerses V [of blessed memory] [Ashtaraketsi
(of Ashtarak)]. Not far from that cemetery, the future
Baku-Tiflis railway is being built and if the excavated
dirt is dumped around its walls, another huge mound will
be created, a strong wall of dirt, which can replace its
stone walls. On memorial days, large sums of money are
collected at the cemetery’s gate for rebuilding the walls,
but obviously, this is never done.”3¢

The Armenian public was again confronted with the
problem of fixing the walls in particular: “The walls of
the cemetery of Havlabar [Khojivank] have collapsed
completely, and there is nobody concerned with their re-

construction. The children of Russian and Jewish fami-
lies residing south-east of the cemetery, as young as 10
to 12 years old, trespass on Sundays and destroy its
beautiful memorials and epitaph-adorned tombstones
and engravings. For some years, a special committee has
been collecting donations for the renovation of the ce-
metery walls. People are asked to pay three, four or five
rubles for every new tombstone; however, the wherea-
bouts of the funds remains a secret from the public.”’

To correct the situation, in December 1881, the
Armenians of Tbilisi elected, with the approval of the
supreme religious authorities, a three-member board of
trustees comprised of Artem Iv. Shamkhariants, Mika-
yel I. Salambekiants and Hakob Iv. Melikiants*®: “In
order to bring Khojivank Cemetery in Havlabar to a
decent shape, the trustees are considering the following
measures: to surround the cemetery with solid brick
walls that will be 3.5 arshins high and 600 sazhens long
(not including the foundations); to have guards to keep
watch around the clock to keep the cemetery in order;
to divide the cemetery into regular plots.” The dona-
tions made for these undertakings amounted to 6,742
rubles.>’

Having barely embarked on the project, matters got
more complicated because of the carelessness of the
clergy: “At present Khojivank Cemetery of Havlabar
presents a disgracefull scene. On Memorial Day, Mon-

day, 5 July [1881], some sextons and priests visited to
bless the graves, when fire inadvertantly fell on the
ground from censor and set the grass ablaze. Several
wooden fences were damaged.”*

About a month after this intolerable condition, the
said writer noted: “The pathetic condition of the Ar-
menian cemetery in Tiflis has been raised on many oc-
casions. It has been consigned to a total state of neglect
and disrepair—a sad and abhorent scene is displayed
before us at the Armenian cemetery of Tiflis! Anyone
who has visited the cemetery even for a few seconds
can attest to this.

“The neglected, uncared for condition of the ceme-
tery, without any guards, has turned it into a desolate
place. The citizens’ respect for the memory of the de-
cedents is all but extinguished. Visiting the cemetery,
one finds broken and toppled crosses, dislocated tomb-
stones and desecrated graves.”*!

During the same period, the municipal authorities
of Thilisi launched new measures aimed at improving
the vicinity of the cemetery: “Apparently, the road con-
necting Havlabar Square to Khojivank Cemetery will
soon be covered with cobblestones. There are stones
piled on the road. It is desirable to see some of the near-
by streets also have the same fate to be freed of the
mud lingering there for months.”*?

Finally, on 26 July 1882, “the Very Reverend Mam-
bre, accompanied by Armenian clergy, consecrated the
foundations of the walls and laid the first stone with his
own hand. He blessed the trustees, wishing them suc-
cessful completion of the project.”*

It is well known “that the construction of the ceme-
tery walls has been contracted to specialist Ter-Mike-

lov.”44 The person mentioned is probably the promi-
nent architect Gabriel Ter-Mikelov, who was known to
have designed and built a number of magnificent build-
ings, particularly in Tbilisi.

About twenty days after the beginning of the proj-
ect, the local press reacted positively to it: “The cons-
truction of Khojivank Cemetery ... is being carried out

Also, trees have
been planted, vastly improving the landscape of the
cemetery. As attested by many, people delightfully recall
the well-cared-for condition of the cemetery in the days
of [Catholicos] Nerses V [of blessed memory]. »46

According to a 1886 official document, State
Counselor Artem Shamkharov [Zhamharian], a mem-
ber of the cemetery Board of Trustees, also took part in
the planning and design of the cemetery [walls].*’

The planned efforts seem to have been successfull.
However, in the subsequent seventeen years, the walls

were to be reduced to such a delapidated state that in
1889 Fathers Gevorg Abuliants and Grigoris Marini-
ants, the overseers of Khojivank, stated the following:
“Large sections of the northern wall of the cemetery
have collapsed to an extent that vagrants find refuge
there without hinderance day and night. Some break
pieces of metal ornaments and crosses from the metal
fences and magnificant statues and carry them away.

Furthermore, the cemetery has turned into a pasture for
the cattle. It is imperative that ruined sections of the
walls be repaired or blocked, temporarily, by wooden
fences until the vacant tract of land belonging to the
Mirzoyans is purchased and incorporated into the ceme-
tery, after which it will be enclosed by a new wall.”*®

The idea of incorporating the plot of land belonging
to the Mirzoyans into the cemetery was discussed in
the newspapers of the time: “Since Khojivank Cemete-
ry lacks space for new burials, we intend to purchase
the land belonging to the Mirzoyans, located north of
the cemetery, behind the refectory.”49

In the same year, the walls of Khojivank underwent
partial repair: “In May and June, the southern and
northern stone walls of the cemetery were partially ren-
ovated.”

Eight years later, in 1907, the cemetery walls under-
went additional repairs: “Father Gh. Mamikonian has re-

In October 1920, while Georgia was not yet sovi-
etized, representatives of the National Council of the
country tried to dissolve Khojivank Cemetery Board of
Trustees, remove it from the jurisdiction of the reli-
gious authorities and place it under their own.
However, this attempt was immediately conveyed to
the Catholicos of All Armenians, who issued letters of
protest.54

Destruction of Cemetery. In late 1934, the munic-
ipal authorities of Tbilisi banned new burials in the
cemetery. At that time, the Armenians of the city were
not aware of the decision that the vast, centuries-old
cemetery (including Tziranavor Sourb Astvatzatzin
located in its heart) was to be totally razed to the gro-
und in the following year.

Thousands of sacred religious and funerary monu-
ments were ruthlessly annihilated in this historical site,
where the last burials were yet to mark their first
anniversary. In early 1936, the municipal authorities of
Thilisi announced that in May the construction of a
public and cultural park would begin on the site of the
“former” cemetery to be completed in 1937.%
However, the work began in March, before the
announced date.>®

Months later, in early December of the same year, it
was announced that the preliminary stages of the work
had been completed, with all the debris and stones
(namely thousands of tombstones and memorials)®’
hauled from the site of the cemetery.

Thus, the total destruction of Khojivank Cemetery
was complete in 1937 and its entire site turned into a
recreation park, officially named Friendship Park!

Use of Tombstones as Construction Material. Af-
ter the annihilation of the cemetery, the City Council
[of Thilisi] appropriated tens and thousands of hewn
stones from the cemetery, and as early as 1936 to 1937,
used them as building material for various construction
projects.

Doctor A. Begijanian, of the military, reported that
while Lavrenti Beria was building one of his houses
(11 Machabeli Street), he had the walls of the bathroom
covered with the black marble tombstones which had
been used to perpetuate the memory of the Begijanian
family.>®

The tombstones of Khojivank were also used as
building material and edging stones during the con-
struction of the steps leading to Deda Ena [Mother
Tongue] Grove located on the right bank of the river
Kura.>

A large number of old tombstones from the ceme-
tery were also used in the walls of the Georgian
Parliament House (former Marxism-Leninism Insti-
tute). This became evident in 2009, during its conver-
sion into a hotel by Abu Dhabi Company.®®

As it became evident that the stones (including edg-
ing for the sidewalks) were being used in this manner,
it sparked the moral indignation of the public, who felt
that descecrating the tombstones was unacceptable.

In response, the Ministry of Culture maintained that
since the stones, dated back to early twentieth century,

were void of any “historical value” the work would
continue.

Tombstones [from Khoijvank] were also used by
the municipal authorities as edging stones in the streets
of Thilisi. Some of these stones were unearthed during
the renovation of many streets in the city, undertaken
by the municipal authorities in 2005: “The intensive
improvement and asphalting of central streets of Tbilisi

was accompanied with repugnant and outrageous man-
ifestations. As it became evident, they have been used
as edges for the sidewalks ... tombstones (memorial
stones) removed from the graves. This is confirmed by
the inscriptions on them. Naturally, these findings
sparked the public’s just indignation as no one could
fathom the fact that anyone might dare using tomb-
stones for the renovation of pavements! As declared by

a representative of Georgia’s Ministry of Culture, these
stones date back to early twentieth century and thus are
void of any historical value, but even so, this cannot be
considered an excuse.”®!

Many tombstones could also be seen in a retaining
wall neighbouring the State Circus of Georgia and the
walls surrounding school no. 98, etc.

Furthermore, during the renovation projects, a
number of tombstones from Khojivank Cemetery were
also used as building material in the Baratashvili As-
cend as recently as 2012.

The Condition until 1961. Within the context of
Georgian Bolsheviks’ understanding of good will
towards people, the historic Khojivank Cemetery and
Tziranavor Sourb Astvatzatzin Monastic Complex
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were replaced in 1938, without “brotherly” feelings,
with “Friendship” Park! Thus, the authorities contin-
ued with their moral and psychological barrage on the
Tbilisi Armenians. After enduring for decades in fear
and outrage, the Armenians simply were not in a posi-
tion to comprehend or render judgment on what had
transpired. The shock was overwhelming.

Meanwhile, in this atmosphere, the planted trees
continued to be nurtured from the remains in the
streams and gradually grew tall over the years.

Two decades later, with the gradual emerging at-
mosphere of tolerance and “friendship” of peoples, on
the occasion of the 40th anniversary of the sovietiza-
tion of Georgia, under the First Secretary of the Soviet
Union, Nikita Khrushchev, the Armenians of Tbilisi
built a pantheon dedicated to cultural figures.®> Wel-
coming the call to strengthen the mutual feelings, the
Thbilisi Armenians built the pantheon in the eastern cor-
ner of the park (the former cemetery). The official de-
dication of the park (project author: architect Ruben
Aghababian) took place in 1961.9

In the newly-established pantheon, one could see
the memorial dedicated to Raffi, the prominent nine-
teenth-century novelist, that had miraculously survived
the destruction of the cemetery. In memory of thirty-
two renowned Armenian cultural figures, identical
stone slabs were installed near this memorial (indeed,
without their remains which had been irretrievably lost.

The Condition until 1994. It was evident, over the
following decades, that Friendship Park never served
its purpose. Among all the other existing municipal
parks and groves in Thilisi, it was always considered an
unattractive and deplorable site. Its summer concert
hall, swimming pool and playgrounds were never uti-
lized, it was devoid of any decorative elements typical
of any municipal park. In 1986 the director of the park,
J. Shukhoshvili, along with his twenty-seven-member
staff, acknowledged their inability to create a park
which appealed to the public.%*

Despite numerous reports on the failure of Friend-
ship Park in serving its intended purpose, there was
never any commentary by journalists,55 questioning
why a park located in a densely-populated neighbour-
hood [Havlabar] was never embraced by the public.
Even half a century later, the name of the park built on
the former cemetery remained alien to the public and
the site continued to be called Khojivank.%

The answer is obvious: the Armenians, who consti-
tuted a majority in Havlabar (at least until the late

1980s), were emotionally unable to enjoy the park built
over the desecrated sacred site. The injustice done to
Khojivank Cemetery agitated the Armenian psyche and
continued to haunt them. Horrified by this monstrosity,

how could they be expected to relax in the park, let
alone enjoy it and be happy there?

The pantheon of Armenian cultural figures, estab-
lished in 1961, gradually turned into a symbolic site for
the Armenians of Tbilisi. Since 1982, on 9 to 10 April,
a Day of Remembrance dedicated to prominent Ar-
menians has been held there every year, attended by
representatives of all segments of the population with-
out exception.®’

Successive Steps for Final Occupation of the
Cemetery: 1994-1999. The pantheon of Armenian cul-
tural figures, nestled in a small corner of the former
vast cemetery, in an area about ten to eleven hectares,

continued to suffer damage for several years from 1992
onwards.®®

On the eve of 24 April 1994, a large number of me-
morial slabs (tombstones) were smashed. The perpetra-
tors have never been identified.®’

In the same year, the municipal authorities of
Thilisi knocked down the walls of the park that had
been built with the tombstones taken from Khojivank

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Cemetery, and replaced them with concrete walls. The
building materials used in the construction of walls
were dumped and disappeared in a matter of days.”

Finally, on 28 October 1995, in the presence of
President Edward Shevardnadze, the Patriarch of
Georgia, Illia II, blessed the foundations of the Patriar-
chal Cathedral symbolizing the new “‘strong and demo-
cratic Georgia.”’! A cross was erected on its construc-
tion site. A week later, the bulldozers started excavat-
ing. From its earliest moment, the earth was covered
with the bones of the decedents and tombstones which
had been scattered in the area since the 1930s.

Shortly after, the construction activities were halted
because of the storm of protest raised in the press by
the Armenians living in the neighbourhood.”
However, a year and three months later, subsequent to
a meeting between Illia II and Garegin I, Catholicos of
All Armenians, on 15 June [1996], the Georgian
Patriarch consecrated the site of the future cathedral for
the second time and excavations resumed.”?

The builders completed the excavation for the foun-
dations of the huge cathedral in early 1998: “The
remains of the decedents once again fell prey to exca-
vators.”7*

Hundreds of trucks loaded the human remains
mixed with the earth, excavated from the immense pit
dug for the foundations of the future cathedral, and dis-
carded nearby: “[These remains] began to pile up by
the pantheon, through Petropavlovsk Cemetery in the
direction of Makhat Mountain. The entire path had
been turned into a trash site for the aforementioned ex-

cavation. Passing by an ornate basalt tombstone with
intricate decorative patterns and an extensive epitaph
that had fallen from the dump-trucks, we decided to
examine one of the heaps of debris from the direction of
a gorge which had filled the area between Makhat and
Shakris mountains and made a shocking discovery!
From the lower part of the newly-created mound, pelvic
bones, broken parts of human skulls, hip bones, verte-
brae and chins protruded! The same scene awaited us on
the upper slope of the gorge, where human remains were
covered with tin cans, various rags and other waste. Did
the former inhabitants of Havlabar, Isani and Jughuret
[Juuret] deserve this fate? Perhaps, in these tumultuous
and grim times, it is impossible to rest in peace even in
the bosom of the earth!””

It is noteworthy that Georgian Patriarch Illia II, who
personally supervised the excavation of the foundations
of the future cathedral, without any remorse, cold-heart-
edly responded thus in 1997: “Yes, there is an Armenian
cemetery there. It continues to exist to this day and the
new Georgian cathedral which is being built is very
close to that cemetery [Khojivank].””®

Judging from the words of the Patriarch of Georgia,
one can conclude that by “Armenian cemetery,” he
meant only the pantheon, having “forgotten™ about the
vast cemetery, which had been buried under Friendship
Park in 1938 and in the site of which, excavators
worked, unearthing human remains and tombstones
every day.”’

While the construction of the planned cathedral was
in progress, the Georgian religious authorities adopted
a decision to build a small temporary wooden church

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which, however, was destroyed by fire on 2 March
1999.78

Encroachments upon Khojivank Pantheon. On 2
November 2000, some unidentified vandals, using a
metal wire, toppled the memorial to the notable Ar-
menian novelist Raffi, located in the centre of the pan-
theon, and stole the bronze lyre adorning the tip of the
column. These wanton acts of destruction of the sacred
site, which stirred up new feelings of indignation
among the Tbilisi Armenians,”” were believed to have
been provoked by the visit of an Armenian delegation
to Abkhazia.?® It was evident that Georgian political
circles believed that these acts were a means to bring
“order” among the Armenians.

Completion of the Construction of Sameba Ca-
thedral and an Attempt to Establish a Religious Se-
minary. In 2001 the construction of the future Geor-
gian cathedral, occupying an area of 2,500 square
metres (26,910 square feet) and having a height of 75
metres (246 foot), was still in progress, when nine bells
of varying sizes, cast in Germany, reached Tbilisi. The
largest weighed more than eight tons, the smallest
about 100 kilogram (220 pounds).®!

In 2002 it was declared that the construction of the
cathedral, which was in full swing, was scheduled to be

In 2007, laying the foundations of a religious sem-
inary east of the cathedral, again in the territory of the
cemetery, near the walls of the pantheon of Armenian
cultural figures, was in progress. The Canadian
Armenian linguist Raffi Tigranian, who happened to
witness the removal of the debris, saw the exhumed
human remains and protested against these barbarities
via Bain Info News Agency.®> This action was again

labelled as “a new Armenian provocation.”$* Noneth-
eless, the Georgian clergy restrained their disrespectful
behaviour, for no construction activities have been car-
ried out in the site since 2014.

Sameba Cathedral and Early Signs of Recogni-
tion of Sins. Throughout the construction of the
Georgian Patriarchal Cathedral, a great number of peo-
ple associated with the project perished under mysteri-
ous circumstances. Several workers, independent of
each other, fell victim to accidents. In 1996 a worker
fell to his death from the unfinished structure.

Shortly after, the crane cables were severed and it
overturned in the direction of the cathedral. On 27
November 2001, the crane collapsed again, this time
killing a worker and heavily injuring another.®> Later
on the master builder who had installed the huge cross
of the cathedral lost his sanity and killed his entire fam-
ily. Avto Jinjaradze, the sponsor-donor of the cross,
was murdered, while Pavel [Paul], an 80 year-old priest
of the church, fell to his death in an elevator shaft.®

This series of tragic accidents was so mysterious
that the public noticed. One journalist questioned:
“What are all these, coincidences or the curse of the
souls of those buried in the former cemetery? Perhaps,
the latter.”®’

To dispel feelings of guilt and repentance, the
Georgian authorities launched large-scale propaganda
campaign through the media. Articles followed, under-
lining the importance and uniqueness of the church that
“symbolized the power of independent Georgia.”
Scholarly circles were also mobilized. A newly-pub-
lished encyclopedia on Thbilisi contained a distorted
text on Khojivank Cemetery, stating that over many
centuries, it had been just a public cemetery and hap-
pened to belong to Armenians as late as the nineteenth
century only because of the presence of an Armenian
church there. Allegedly, in the same period, [the
Armenian] clergy began to ban the burials of other
nationalities in that cemetery.®®

It is worth noting that the construction of Tzminda
Sameba Church, which was on the site of the former
Khojivank Cemetery, was considered a “serious mis-
take and even a sin” from the urban-planning perspec-
tive.%’

Number of the Decedents Interred in the Ceme-
tery. Understandably, it is indeed difficult to assess the
approximate number of the people buried in Khojivank
for about three centuries, before its destruction in 1935.
However, upon examination of certain data, we will
endeavour to address the problem.

It is evident that between 11 April 1883 and 22
March 1887, in a period of about four years (3 years 11
months and 10 days /1,435 days/), 3,431 people (1,894
males, 1,537 females, including 1,876 children under

10 and 1,555 people aged 10 to 120) were buried in
Khojivank Cemetery.” Further calculations show that
during the above-mentioned period, an average of 870
people were buried in the cemetery annually.

According to an 1885 demographic survey, Tbilisi
had an Armenian population of 39,040 (21,680 males,
17,360 females).”! In the same year (1885), 2.2% of the
Armenians of the city were interred in Khojivank Ce-
metery.’?

Similar data for 1916 show that “2,159 people were
laid to rest in Khojivank Cemetery.”®* In a census taken

in Thilisi in the same year, 142,019 Armenians®* were

recorded. This suggests that those buried in Khojivank
constituted 1.5 % of the Armenian population of the
city.

The reduction in percentage (2.2% to 1.5%) of the
number of burials in Khojivank between 1885 and
1916 is attributed to medical advances running parallel
with yearly reduction of child death rate rather than bu-
rials in other cemeteries.

Based on the available data, we will try to calculate
the number of the Armenians who were buried in
Khojivank up to and including 1934. We can rely on
the figure 2.2%, as registered in 1885 (it may have
been higher formerly, but there are no records to sub-
stantiate this). We then state that in 1812 the 9,000 Ar-
menians of Tbilisi (according to Robert Lyall, the Ar-
menians constituted half of the population of the city
that totalled 18,000)°> held 198 burials in Khojivank
Cemetery.

Based on the same logic, in 1841, 410 burials may
have been held in the cemetery, as the city had 18,646
Armenian inhabitants (9,671 males, 8,975 females) in
that year.”® In 1842, when Thbilisi had 19,040 Armenian
inhabitants (9,896 males, 9,144 females), 418 people
were buried in Khojivank Cemetery.”’

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Indeed, the cemetery which traced its origins back
to 1655 also had burials prior to 1812; therefore, in a
period of 157 years (1655 to 1812), at least about half
of the number of people specified above may have
been interred in the cemetery. In conclusion, over 280
years (1655 to 1935) prior to the destruction of this sac-
red site, about 170,000 to 180,000 people must have
been buried in the cemetery.

List of the Decedents Interred in the Cemetery.
The primary source in compiling a list of deaths are the
epitaphs which appear on tombstones, but as far as
Khojivank is concerned, this was impossible due to the
annihilation of the cemetery.”® Under these circum-
stances, death notices and obituaries were almost the
only sources for compiling a list of burials. However, it
became evident that the extraction of necessary infor-
mation of this nature had its limitations. Data published
in the periodical press of the late 19th century leave out
information on those interred long before that date, and
this hampered the process of collecting the list of the
decedents.

Following is a chronological list (1768 to 2013) of
decedents interred in Khojivank Cemetery compiled
from a variety of sources, primarily death notices rele-
ased in the press.

1768

In 1768 the wife of Sayat-Nova (a prominent Ar-
menian poet, musician and minstrel who lived in the
18th century), Marmar, was buried in the cemetery of
Khojivank. Her tombstone was engraved with an eight-
line epitaph in Georgian:

Late in April or early May 1882, 7 Armenian ploug-
hmen were buried in Khojivank Cemetery. “The per-
ished seven peasants lived in a shabby cabin close to
Dabakhana which belongs to Shioyev. It was in such
decrepitude conditions that it collapsed at night, bury-
ing the sleeping ploughmen getting under its ruins.
Their remains, which were found under the debris, were
taken to Sourb Gevorg Church of Meydan, but the Ar-
menian clergymen serving there refused to conduct a
funeral mass for them thinking they might not be com-
pensated for it. The corpses were not even taken into
church or any other building, not even a barn: they were
just left in the church yard, in the open air. It kept rain-
ing all night long, the corpses getting blotted with water.
The following day they were taken to Khojivank Ce-
metery without any clergymen, but the people carrying
them came across two priests and persuaded them to
join the procession. Learning about what had happened,

Priest Ghazaros hurriedly came to the cemetery.”!

If these ploughmen had
been buried in Khojivank, the priest was to be interred
there, too! The reply to a telegram sent to Echmiatzin
banned the burial of the priest in the gavit of Sourb Ge-

vorg Church; so his remains were taken to Khojivank.”l

On 25 April 1888, the renowned novelist Raffi
(Hakob Melik-Hakobian, born in Payajuk Village, Sal-
mast District, Iran, in 1835), 53, consigned his soul to
God and was buried in Khojivank on the 29th [of April].!

On 2 June of the same year, a requiem service was
held in the cemetery chapel in commemoration of the
40th day of his death.?
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Memorial services in commemoration of the first,
second and fourth anniversaries of Raffi’s death were
also conducted on 30 April 1889, 10 May 1890* and
on 26 April 1892, respectively (the first and fourth an-
niversaries were commemorated in Kamoyants Sourb
Gevorg [St. George] Church on Dvortsovaya Street,
Tpghis).

Hovhannissiants is
also the author of an Armenian-language novel entitled
Potorikits heto [ After the Storm]. He spent the last days
of his life in Zubalov’s alms-house, where he yielded
up his spirit to God.!

On 10 November 1954, actor Gevorg Nikoghayos
Pirumian (born in 1881), People’s Artist of the Geor-
gian SSR, consigned his soul to God. His remains were

buried next to Gabriel Sundukian’s grave.!

In 2009 painter Gayane Kha-
chatrian (born in 1942) was
buried in the pantheon.

On 2 October 2013, Sargis
Darchinian (born in 1947) died,
his remains being interred in the
pantheon on the 4th. He was a

skilled photographer and a major expert in the history
and cultural monuments, particularly residential and
public buildings of Thilisi.!

Khojivank in the Memoirs of Prominent Armen-
ians. In his novel entitled Ansovor patmutyun [An
Unusual Story], Ashot Shaybon writes the following
about Khojivank Cemetery: “On the other side of the
street, parallel with the houses, the long walls of
Khojivank Cemetery extended, the central arched iron
gateway was decorated with a large cast iron cross...
which became one of the principal entrances to
Khojivank. The ancient brick walls enclosing the vast
cemetery were in a state of utter disrepair, with numer-

ous large and small openings.”!

Speaking about his childhood, art historian Ruben
Zarian writes: “We were subconsciously attached to
that site of grief and mourning, where our loved ones—
my father, for instance—lay in eternal rest. It retained
the remains of numerous prominent Armenians adored
by their people: Raffi, Artzruni, Muratsan, Yekmalian,
Tumanian and many, many others. Indeed, we were
well aware of the veneration with which the senior

members of our families spoke of them.”!

The late architect Varazdat Harutiunian, a former
resident of Tbilisi and an academician of the National
Academy of Sciences of the Republic of Armenia,
wrote the following in a notel entitled Harazatneris os-
korneri vra [Over My Dear Ones’ Bones]:

“Khojivank Cemetery of Tiflis was a true museum
rich in marble funerary memorials of superior perfec-
tion. Many of the rich inhabitants of Tiflis as well as
outstanding stewards of culture and a countless number
of Armenians were interred there.

“My two sisters, my uncle’s sons and my father, a
deportee from Van (Western Armenia) who had found
refuge in Tiflis, were buried in the cemetery of Khoji-
vank. The desecration and destruction of Khojivank
began under the regime of Lavrenti Beria, a bitter
enemy of the Armenian people: its superb monuments
of marble disappeared and the memory of those repos-
ing there was desecrated...

“In the days of Edward Shevardnadze, this vandal-
ism continued unabated. The Georgians are construct-
ing a church over my relatives’ bones in Khojivank just
like the ever-damned Turks who keep turning our
sacred sites into mosques. It is a great shame: after all,

you are Christians, are you not?”’
