Most presumably, Armenians resettled in Syria,
neighbouring Historical Armenia and Cilicia from the
south, as early as the pre-Christian times, but the avail-
able written records mention them only beginning with
the Middle Ages.

Major historical events that led to particularly large-
scale resettlement of Armenians in Syria were the fall of
the Cilician Kingdom in 1375, the destruction of entire
Eastern Armenia, and especially, Jugha City, in 1604,
the plunder and massacres of Sasun Armenians in the
second half of the 19th century (perpetrated by Kurds
with the instigation and connivance of the Ottoman
State), the slaughters committed by Sultan Hamid in the
Armenian provinces of Turkey between 1895 and 1896,
and finally, the Armenian Genocide of 1915.

In the course of time, Syrian Armenians built a wide
variety of monuments, especially churches, in the coun-
try. They also created various works of art, predomi-
nantly icons and church utensils, which were kept in the
Armenian churches of Syria (together with those broug-
ht by the Genocide survivors from their homeland) be-
fore the Civil War of 2011. After the outbreak of milita-
ry operations, most of them were moved to safer places
although they still remain in danger.

The booklet includes 77 works of art of the 17th to
20th centuries which form part of the heritage of Syrian
Armenians.
