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Hayots Dzor District is situated in the middle and lower course basin of the river
Angegh, which flows into Lake Van from the south-east.

The toponym Hayots Dzor, which is interpreted as Gorge of Hayk, or Gorge of
Armenians in different sources, originates from the name of Hayk, the legendary Patriarch
and founder of the Armenian nation, and the Supreme God of War for pagan Armenians.
In Classical Armenian, hayk is a nominative plural form meaning Armenians (singular
form: hay, i.e., Armenian), the self-designation of the Armenian people. The district is also
called Yervandunik, a name amply found in various sources, after the Yervandunies’ royal
dynasty (7th to 4th centuries B.C.).

Prior to the Great Genocide (1915), 31 of the 45 villages of Hayots Dzor were either
thoroughly or partially inhabited by Armenians.

Hayots Dzor used to boast a rich cultural heritage, but regretfully, only a very small
part of it survives today: since the 1920s many of the local monuments, particularly those
of the Christian era, have been deliberately damaged and destroyed. This unprecedented
“genocide” of culture is still in process in Western Armenia with the absolute connivance,
and often active participation, of the authorities of Turkey.
